We 

are asking committees as they meet to explain 

the situation and we are asking members to help.  

We do not want to "cry wolf" or work with guilt, 

we are a strong church with a strong history and 

we can meet this challenge. It is time we start 

talking, praying and working on meeting our fi-

nancial needs.

The “lazy crazy days of summer” are over as September has arrived and 
with it comes a return to the busy routine of fall. Even those who do not 
have anyone going back to school will notice an increase of activity with the 
start-up of choir and bells practice, sporting events and other programs that fol-
low along with the school schedule. So it is a good time for each of us to reflect 
on the following statement from the World Health Organization as it 
relates to our levels of stress: Health is the state of physical, mental, social 
and spiritual wellness, not merely the absence of disease or infirmity. 
 
And now a word for those who do have a child heading back to school. As adults, parents, and 
grandparents we need to take opportunities as they arise to help our young people get off to a good 
start this fall. www.KidsHealth.com offers a reproducible booklet called “Fresh New School Year!” 
that contains tips on smart snacks, getting enough sleep, common infections, calming first-day jitters 
and keeping kids safe with digital media. 
 
Bullying, teasing, and cliques begin to surface at this time of year as well. Many grandparents remem-
ber some fun-loving teasing of their youth and do not fully grasp how this has become a far deeper 
problem in today’s schools. Signs of bullying include: 

• A child not wanting to go to school or is 
• Missing belongings or is 
• Extremely hungry or is 
• Needing to use the bathroom as soon as they return home from school 

 
In many of these cases, there are simple explanations. In other cases the children are afraid of being 
bullied in the bathroom, their lunches or other possessions are stolen, or other such stressful situa-
tions are occurring. Simply asking a child if there are any bullies in the classroom might open up an 
opportunity to encourage the student to share his/her feelings. (Adapted from:

Believe it or not, we’ve recently 

received news of a number of gifts 

of this size made through wills and 

bequests from people who are 

faithful members and friends of 

churches of all sizes.  In an effort 

to be true to the intentions of their 

generous donors, these congregations have not 

given in to the temptation to spend these large 

gifts outright.   In some cases, the donor has re-

quested that the gift be placed in an ENDOW-

MENT account.   In other cases, the gift was to-

tally undesignated, and the church decided to 

give a tithe to missions, another percentage to 

the church council to determine how best to use, 

and to invest the remaining amount (70-80%) in 

an endowment fund. 

An endowment is a forever gift.  It is an invest-

ment account which preserves the original prin-

cipal of the gift, and uses all or a portion of the 

income and growth earned on the investment for 

mission and ministry.  Scholarships, mission 

funds, youth ministry funds, capital improve-

ment funds, and pastoral education funds are just 

a few of the needs that are met through the many 

endowment funds invested here at the Wisconsin 

United Methodist Foundation. 

Some people prefer to see how their gifts are be-

ing used right now.

A Generous Vision

“For where your treasure is, there will your heart 

be also…” This passage from Mat-

thew offers a powerful reminder 

that what we value most in our 

lives occupies a significant posi-

tion in our heart, mind, and spirit. 

It would be a mistake to equate 

“treasure” with money—a mistake 

we often make when we hear this 

scripture quoted—because the con-

cept of treasure is something much greater and 

more meaningful than mere money. Treasure—

in its biblical metaphorical sense—is all of the 

value that a person possesses. It includes a per-

son’s talents and passions, knowledge and abili-

ties, experience and possessions. It includes the 

full value of all that a person is, does, and has. 

And treasure exists for a purpose—to create 

something.  Treasure is a means to an end, not 

an end in itself. Simply amassing wealth and 

property is not enough. The point of having 

treasure is to “generate” something.

The root of the words “genesis,” “generate,” and 

“generosity” is the same—“genus”—which 

means “to birth, beget, or create.”  

This is an important distinction. When we speak 

of money and treasure, we often do so as a way 

of talking about giving. But the act of giving is 

significantly different than the concept of gener-

osity. A person can give a gift and not truly be 

generous, but a person who cultivates a truly 

generous spirit will give a wide variety of gifts 

wholeheartedly. The church doesn’t need more 

givers—the church needs to cultivate true gener-

osity.  Another difference is in what can be ac-

complished.  If a group of people give money to 

a project or special need, a lot of good can be 

done.  But if a group of people combine their 

generosity, amazing things can happen. The 

combination of gifts, skills, resources, knowl-

edge, and passion are synergistic—the outcome 

is greater than the sum of the parts. It is through 

true generosity that God works miracles in 

God’s people. What is impossible to any one of 

us alone becomes more than just possible 

through the power of God’s Holy Spirit. 

Generosity is not just about “making do.” It isn’t 

bound by the limited and limiting definition of 

stewardship as “management.” More than mere 

management, we become co-creators with God 

when we are generous. We bring into being that 

which was not possible before. True generosity 

saves lives. True generosity builds shelters and 

produces food and provides clothing. True gen-

erosity makes room for the stranger and takes 

time for the lonely. True generosity praises God, 

celebrates all our many blessings, and basks in 

the warmth of true fellowship. Generosity re-

minds us that we are so much more together than 

we are alone.  

Perhaps the greatest gift God has given us is 

each other. Where we value true community and 

build the strong and enduring friendships and 

relationships that define us as the body of Christ, 

we cultivate a culture of generosity that has im-

mense power, power to make disciples of Jesus 

Christ, power to transform the world.
